▪ Have at least one year of active proven training 
experience or extensive DevOps  experience

▪ Successfully pass (or have passed) the appropriate course 
certification with a minimum of 65%

▪ $200 USD annual Instructor accreditation fee
(Accredited Instructors will receive self-study materials 
and exam vouchers for examinations at no additional 
cost.  If the Instructor is interested in a set of the learner 
materials to self-study for an examination, they can be 
purchased at an additional cost.)
